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The National Commission for %ﬁé&m ,\‘hﬁd/—' ights (NCPCR) is mandated to monitor the

provisions of the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015. One of the fundamental

principles to be followed in administration of the Act it that every child in the Juvenile Justice system shall

have the right to be re-united with his family at the ecrliest and to be restored to the same socio-economic

and cultural status ti:at he was in, before coming under tne purview of this Act, unless such restoration and
repatriation is not in his best interest. ’

2. Further, the Juvenile Justice Act 2015 also provides that restoration of and protection to a child shall
be prime objective of any Children’s Home or Shelter Home. These Homes shall take steps for restoration of
and protection to a child deprived of his family environment temporarily or permanently. The Child Welfare

Committee shall have the powers to restore any child in need of care and protection to his parent, guardien, Fit

Person or Fit Institution.

3. The issue regarding missing children and their rzstoration has also been discussed at various forums. It
has been noticed by this Commission that children who bel ong to other States are kept in the Child Care
Institutions for long periods of time. These children need to be restored immediately to their respective
States/Districts for handing over to their concemed farilies after following prescribed procedure under the

Juvenile Justice Act, 2015.

4. In order to give restoration of children to their families, a national leve! consultation is lik ely to be
organized by the NCPCR in the mounth of October 2017 o discuss these issues.

5. Meantime, it is requested that number and names of children who are residing in Child Care
Institutions and not belonging to the State of residence or wio are CNCP but would like to go back to their
families may please be made available to this Comnmsmn by 30th Auoust 2017 It is also requested the
